The San Carlos Apache Tribal Council hereby adopts the
followina Ordinance No. 90-0#:

L. Applicatidn of federal laws, rules and regulations.

The harvesting of all tree species on lands subject to
the jurisdiction of the San Carlos Apache Tribe shall
be conducted in conformity with San Carlos Apache
Tribal and applicable federal laws and regulations.

The right of free exercise of religion guaranteed by
the Indian Civil Rights Act, and the U.S. Constitution
shall not be infringed by these forest and woodland

regulations and laws.remain in full force and affect.

2. Authority to regulate forest use.

{a) The San Carlos Apache fForestry Proaram shall
develop and recommend appropriate forest and woodland
product use standards to become part of all timber
sales permits and agreements for any commercial or
noncommercial use.

(b) The Forestry Program Director shall develop and
r ecommend appropriate forest and woodland regulations
and forest and woodland product use and transportation
permit requirements.

(o) The San Carlos Apache Tribal Council shall have
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the authority to establish regulation as proposed by
the Forestry program Director and recommended by the
Natural Resources Committee of the San Carlos npache
1ribe and set fees for the use, transportation and
protection of the San Carlos Apache forests and
woodlands and products thereof, under the Authority of
this chapter.

(1) The Tribal Chairman may issue orders which
tempotrarily close or restrict the use of San Carlos
Apache Indian Reservation forests or woodlands when:
(1) weather and environmental conditions create
extreme fire hazards; or (2) soil saturation limits

for reservation forests or woodlands are such that use
of the reservation forests or woodlands would result in
damage to the soil and/or water resources.

Permit requirements, noncommercial-Generally.

(a) The authority aranted., as well as the

limitations and restrictions on harvesting methods and
other special provisions governing permit possession,
shall be outlined in forest and woodland regulations
established by the San Carlos Apache Tribal Council.

{(b) The procedures and fees for obtaining Home Use or
transportation permits shall be outlined in the forest
and woodland regulations established by the San Carlos
Apache Tribal Council.

(¢c) Any person who harvest or attempts to harvest or
remove any tree species or other forest and woodland
products on lands subject to the jurisdiction of the
San Carlos aApache Tribe for noncommercial purposes
shall possess a valid Home use permit. This require
will become effective only upon approval of forest and
woodland requlations and procedures by the Tribal
Council.

Contract and permit requirements, commercial-
Generally.

{a) A timber =ales contract, resale permit, special
use permit or agreement approved pursuant to the
forest and woodland regulations shall be required for
all persons harvesting or attempting to harvest any
tree species or other forest or woodland products, on
lands subject to the jurisdiction of the San Carlos
Apache Tribe for commercial purposes.

() 1he procedures for obtaining a timber sales
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contract or agreement or resale permit shall conform
with provisions contained in Part 163, Title 25 of
Code of Federal Regulations, and the Forest and
Woodland Regulations.

(c) The sales contract, resale permit, shall contain
the limitations and restrictions on harvesting
methods, and all other special provisions or
regulations governing forest and woodland products
sales. These regulations shall be publicly posted or
provided in written form at time of permit issuance.

(d) The Forestry Program Director shall review all
timber sale contracts and prepare his recommendations,
and present the package before the Natural Resources
Committee for recommendation to the Tribal Council for
apptroval.

Enforcement authority.

(a) The Recreation and Wildlife Director shall
enforce appropriate forest and woodland regulations
and transportation permit requirements of the San
Carlos Apache Tribe and may delegate this authority to
his field staff.

(b) The Recreation and Wildlife Director shall be
responsible for the identification of such enforcement
personnel and shall develop appropriate training
standards related to the exercise of enforcement
authority.

(c) The Chairman of the San Carlos Apache Tribe shall
commission the Recreation and Wildlife Director and
identified enforcement personnel, after adequate
training, with the authority to enforce forest and
woodland laws. regulations and tree cutting permit
requirements as approved by the San Carlos Apache
Tribal Council. Identified enforcement personnel
shall have the authority to make arrests and to search
for and seize evidence in the same manner as a San
Carlos Apache Tribal police officer, and to cite
violations of said laws, regulations and tree cutting
permit requirements into the proper court.

(d) The Recreation and Wildlife Department, with the
approval of the Tribal Council, may enter into
cooperative agreements with federal, Tribal and state
authorities to enforce applicable forest and woodland
laws” and regulations. Specifically, the tribal
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entities of the €an Carlos fApache Tribal Police
Department are authorized and diirected to enforce forest
and woodland laws and regulations in addition to
commiz=sionad RPecreation and Wildlife Department
personnel.

puthority to amend.

Unauthorized harvesting of timber or forest product.

{a) Offense. A person commits an offense pursuant
Lo this section if he or she intentionally or
knowingly:

(1) Cuts, killz, destroys. chope, boxes, injuries
or otherwise damages, or harvests any timber, tres
oi other forest product, except as authorized
pursuant to valid permits. approved contract. or
tribal. requlation:

{2) Harve=sts any tree pursuant to a valid permit

or approved contract before a forest officer
designates it for harvest;

(Z) Removes any timber or other forest and

wnndland product cut pursuant to a valid permit or
approved contract, except to a locaticn desidnated
for scaling, or removes any timber or forest product
from a location desianated for scaling before it has
bzan scaled. measured, counted or otherwiss
inventoried by a forest officer;

(4) Stamps. marks with paint, removes paint from,

or otherwiszse identifies any tree or other forest
product in 2 manner similar to that employed by
forest officer to mark or designate a tree or forest
nroduct for harvest or removal:

{%) Fails to comply with permit requirements or
Fiimber harvest standards.

(6) Sells or trades any forest or weoodland pioduct
without a valid resale permit authorizing the
commercial cale of the product.

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() Sentence. nny person found quilty of violating
the provisione of this section shall be ordered to pay
a firne ot not lees than $75.00. nor more than $500.00.

{b) Restitution. The court, in addition ko or in
licu of the penaltv, may require the of fender to pay Lhe
San Carloc Apache Tribe the fair market value of the
damaaed property and/or restoration costs. In

addition. torest or woodland products seized under this
ordinance will not be returned to the person found
auilty of viniatina the provisions of this section.

Forestry Regulations for Timber and Woodland Forest Products

INTRODUCTION:

The regulations are divided into nine (9) sections. Most sections have tables which

summarize their contents. Some of these tables are included after their respective section.

All tables are available separately in Section 9: "Tables". The 9 sections of the regulations
are summarized below in Table 1, and in Section 9.

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PURPOSE: The Code of Federal Regulations (25 CFR, Part 163) requires that consent of
Indian owners must be given before any forest products may be harvested from Indian
lands. The Indian owner is the Tribe as a whole, as represented by the Tribal Council.
The CFR also requires that the Indian owners specify species, products and prices of
products to be harvested under permits. These regulations constitute the consent of the
Indian owners, as well as the other specifications. When the regulations are approved, the
Tribal Council is giving Indian owner consent for forest product harvest on the reservation.

I. Section 1: GENERAL PROVISIONS:

A. The San Carlos Apache Tribe has authorized the Branch of Forestry to issue Home
Use permits and Resale permits for the harvest of the following forest and woodland
trees:

.
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B. The San Carlos Apache Tribe reserves the right' to regulate the use of all other types
of vegetation not listed in Table 2.

C. Harvest Areas €2

1. Harvest areas will be marked out on the ground, or bounded by natural or i
man-made features, and maps will be supplied with those permits that allow or
require cutting in Harvest Areas.

2. The type and color of mark on the trees that can be cut will be indicated on the
permit. Trees that are allowed to be cut are called "cut-trees".

D. Designated Areas

1. A Designated Area will usually (but not always) be an area outside of any existing
Harvest Areas. These areas will be marked on a map supplied with the permit for
those permits that require cutting in designated areas only. '

E. Non-Members
1. The approval of the Tribal Chairman or his designated official is required for
non-Tribal individuals (or groups), who live off-reservation; are'not married to a Tribal
member and are not otherwise affiliated with the tribe or its members, to harvest and
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transport forest products other than incidental quantities for campfire use. This
applies to Commercial (Resale) and Special-Use permits. Product costs and limits will
be determined at the time of authorization.

F. Types of Permits - There are four types of permits (see Table 3: "Permit Tybes, Uses
and Charges", in Section 9). This subsection discusses the intended use and some of the
restrictions for each type of permit, under items F1 to F5.
1. Home-Use Permit:
a) This is a free permit which is available to all Tribal members, who are over 18
years of age and living on the reservation. The Home-Use permit is to be used for
gathering forest products for use by the family at their home.

b) Itis permissible for relatives or friends of a family to gather products for the
family under the family’s Home-Use permit.

¢) Products harvested under Home-Use Permits are not to be sold.
d) Product limits under Home-use Permits are listed in Table 6, Section 9.
e) The ggrvest location will be indicated on the permit.

f) Gathering of dead and down wood can be done anywhere except in the closed
areas listed in section 7.

g) Cutting of live or standing dead trees can be done in Harvest Areas only.
. C ial Permit:
a) This permit was previously called a Resale Permit.

D

b) This is a permit which is purchased by the permittee.

¢) The owner of a Commercial Permit can sell products harvested under the permit
to anybody. '

d) Allowed harvest areas will be listed on the permit.

e) Product prices are listed in Table 7, "Commercial Permit Forest and Woodland
Product Prices".

f) Product limits are listed in Table 8, "Product Limits for Commercial Permits".
3. Special-Use Permit:

a) This is usually a free permit which will be issued for special purposes or
situations.

b) Special-Use cutting permits for government, tribal, cattle association, school,
church, non-member individuals, non-member groups or other tribal groups will be
issue;i1 provided prior approval is given by the Tribal Chairman or designated

official. R T TTa



¢) A Special-Use Permit is required for haivesting of any forest product that
is not covered under any of the other types of permits. This applies to all
vegetation, including any not listed as regulated in Table 2.

d) Products obtained under Special-Use Permit are not to be sold.
e) Product limits will be determined when the permit is issued.

f) Special-Use permits will be restricted to designated areas.
4. Hauling Permit;

a) A hauling permit is not the same as the other three types of permits. A
hauling permit is needed to haul any forest, woodland or desert product off
the reservation. Failure to have a hauling permit could result in confiscation
of products being hauled outside of the reservation by off-reservation
agencies.

5. No Permit Required:

b) Tribal members living on the reservation do not need a permit to cut
Christmas trees for home use (tribal members living off the reservation do
not need a cutting permit to cut Christmas trees but they must obtain a
hauling permit to transport a Christmas tree off the reservation for home
use).

¢) No permit is required for tribal members to cut willow or cottonwood to
construct shadehouses. . _

d) No permit is required for tribal members to cut wood for wakes or .
cergmonials. Leftoyer products harvested for wakes or ceremonials cannot be
sold. _

e) No permit is required for tribal members to collect driftwood.

f) Tribal member and non-member users of the fevest such as campers,
fishermen, hunters, .and trappers, ete., may use dead and down firewood
without having a permit. They are prohibited from removing any forest
product from the reservation.

G. Permits in general

L. A copy of these regulations will be included with each permit
issued. A copy is available upon request at any time.

2. Where to obtain permits.

a) Permits will be issued at the Natural Resources Office during
office hours.

b) Hauling permits may be obtained at the Natural Resources and
Recreation and Wildlife offices. After 4:30 p-m. and on weekends

and holidays, hauling permits may be obtained at the Bylas or San
Carlos Police Departments. e e S
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¢) Home-Use permits are available at the Recreation and Wildlife office on
Saturdays.

3. Who can get a permit

a) Home-Use - Any tribal member 18 years and older may get a Home-Use permit.
The permittee or a member of his or her immediately family (spouse, father, mother,
son or daughter who is a tribal member) must sign for the permit.

b) Special-Use permits will be written for government, tribal, cattle association,
school, church, or other similar groups. These permits must be approved by the
Tribal Chairman or other designated official, through Forestry, before the permit
can be written. Cutting of forest products not covered elsewhere in these
regulations requires a Special-Use Permit.

c) Special-Use and Commercial Permits for non-Tribal individuals or groups, who
live off-reservation and are not married to a tribal member or affiliated with the
tribe,drequire approval of the Tribal Chairman or his designated official before being
issued.

4. A copy of the permit must be in the possession of the individual gathering forest
products, at all times products are being gathered.

II. Section 2: PRODUCT DEFINITIONS

A. Section 2B through 2F contains definitions of the seven forest products discussed in
these regulations. Table 4 in Section 9 is a summary of this information.

B. Poles
1. Usually ponderosa pine but juniper may be used if desired.
2/"Trees are under twelve (12) inches DBH. DBH stands for diameter &t breast height. — ———
It is the point on the tree where the diameter measurement is taken and is a distance
of four and one-half (4 1/2) feet from the ground surface on the uphill side of the tree.

3. l0nly trees that have been marked by Forestry in Designated Areas may be cut for
poles.

C. House-logs or Sawlogs
1. Ponderosa pine
2. Diameter is 12 inches DBH and over.

iS. Only trees that have been marked by Forestry'in Designated Areas may be cut for
ogs.

4. Logs must be purchased at the appraised price. There are no free-use logs.

5. Sawlogs may not be harvested in active timber sales.
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D. Hrewood
1. Wood used for heating or cooking.

2. Firewood is measured in cords. A cord is a tightly packed stack of wood that is
eight feet long, four feet wide and four feet high (8x4x4). Multiplying length times
width times height of a cord of wood gives a result of 128 cubic feet. To determine how
many cords of wood you have, multiply the length, width and height of your stack of
wood, and divide the result by 128. '

3. Gathering of timber harvest or thinning slash is not allowed in active harvest or
inning areas.

1. Usually pinyon pine. You may use juniper if you wish. Do not use Douglas fir or
ponderosa pine for Christmas trees.

2. Do not use trees over twelve (12) feet in height for Christmas trees.
3. Do not cut the top off of a tree for a Christmas tree.
F. Fence Posts and Stays
1. Stays are stems or branches up to three (3) inches in diameter at the large end.

2. Line posts are stems or branches over 3 and up to seven (7) inches in diameter at
the large end.

3. Corner Posts or Brace Posts are stems or branches over 7 inches in diameter at .
the large end.

III. Section 3: SPECIES HARVEST RESTRICTIONS >

A. Section 3B through 3J discusses restrictions for each specfes or species group listed
in Table 2: "Regulated Tree Species”. See Table 5 in Section 9 for a summary of Section
3.

B. There are no species restrictions for wakes or ceremonials.
C. Ponderosa Pine:

1. Dead and down ponderosa pine (except thinning or timber harvest slash) may be
taken under Home-Use permits only.

2. Standing ponderosa, dead or alive, is not to be cut down except as noted in 8 below.

3. If the permit is for poles or logs, only those Cut-trees, that have been marked by
the Branch of Forestry in Designated Areas, may be cut.

4. Percommercial thinning slash or timber harvest slash may be available for poles or
firewood, for Home-Use or Commercial (resale) permits.
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D. Douglas Fir:
1. Dead and down Douglas fir may be taken under Home-Use permits.

2. Live Douglas fir is not to be cut except where needed for wakes or ceremonial
purposes.

1. Miscellaneous hardwoods are the broad leaf trees such as cottonwood, willow, and
walnut (the oaks are not included in this category). Most of the hardwoods grow in the
drainages where there is a lot of soil moisture.
2. Dead and down hardwoods may be harvested under Home-Use permits.
3. Cutting of live hardwoods is prohibited except as noted below.
4. Willow and cottonwood may be cut for shadehouses.
5. Any hardwood species may be cut when needed for wakes and ceremonials.
F. Oak Species: o
1. Oak species include Gambel oak, Arizona white oak and Emory oak (Acorn Tree).

2. Do not cut live Acorn Trees, unless designated as cut-trees in harvest areas. Acorn
trees will be designated as a cut-trees only when diseased and dying.

3. Dead and down oak trees may be cut under Home-Use permits only. ‘

4. 6utting of live or standing dead oaks may be allowed in firewood Harvest Areas.
G. Pinyon:

1. Do not cut tops off of large tress for Christmas trees.

2. (':‘,utﬁng of live or standing dead pinyons for firewood may be done only in firewood
cutting areas.

3. Cutting or taking dead and down pinyon is allowed in any area for home use.

1. Cutting of live or standing dead junipers may be done only in firewood Harvest
Areas unless otherwise allowed on Special-Use permits.

2. Cutting or taking dead and down juniper for home use is allowed in any area.
I. Mesquite:
1. Live mesquite is not to be cut except where needed for wakes or ceremonials.

2. Standing dead mesquite may be cut for Home-Use.



.3. Dead branches on live mesquite may be cut for Home-Use.

4. Tribal members living off-reservation are restricted to 3 cords per year of mesquite
wood for off-reservation Home-use.

J. Salt Cedar;

1. There are currently no limits or restrictions on the harvest of salt cedar.

IV. Section 4: PERMIT LIMITS

A. Section 4B through 4F discusses the limits of each type of product and species for

each type of permit. The information given in this section is summarized in tables 6
through 9 in Section 9.

B. Home-Use Permit (see Table 6 in Section 9)
1. Firewood:

a) Each tribal member household is allowed 10 cords of firewood per year for home
use. ’

b) Dead and down wood of any species may be taken anywhere except in closed
areas.

c) The cutting of Hve trees may be done only in Harvest Areas.

d) Ponderosa pine - only dead and down wood may be taken (including thinning
and timber harvest slash). Do not cut standing dead trees. Live trees may be cut if
marked for firewood by Forestry.

e) Miscellaneous Hardwoods and Douglas fir - only dead and down trees may
be cut. Do not cut standing dead trees. LTI L
f) Oak, Pinyon and Juniper -Ina Harvest Area, live trees and standing dead

trees may be cut if designated as cut-trees. In all other areas, only dead and down
trees may be taken. Do not cut standing dead trees outside of the Harvest Area.

g) Mesquite - Only trees that are dead, and dead branches on live trees may be
cut. Do not cut live trees or live branches. Off-reservation tribal members are
limited to 3 cords of mesquite per year.

2. Poles:
a) Each household is allowed 100 live ponderosa pine poles per year for home use.
b) Standing-live ponderosa pine must be marked (with blue paint) by Forestry
before cutting. Only trees under 12" DBH will be marked as poles. If larger trees
(house-logs) are wanted, they may be purchased at the appraised price. o

¢) There is no limit for dead ponderosa pine precommercial thinning slash (where
available).



3. Fence Posts and Stays:
a) Each household is allowed 500 juniper stays per year for home use.

b) There is no limit on the number of salt cedar stays that can be cut for home use.
Salt cedar stays may be cut anywhere.

c¢) Each household is allowed 200 juniper line posts and 50 juniper corner posts (or
braces) per year for home use.

d) Juniper stays and posts can be cut only in Designated Areas. These cutting
areas will be designated on the permit at the time the permit is issued.

C. Commercial Permit (Resale permit)

1. Any tribal member may purchase up to $10,000 worth of paid permits per year, for
resale (over $10,000 requires a formal contract). See Table 7 for a list of prices.
Products for commercial permits must be cut in Designated Areas only. Product
amounts will be specified on the permit when issued. Commercial Permits must be
paid in advance. See Table 8, in Section 9, for the product limits discussed below.

2. Firewood:

a) Ponderosa pine - Live trees are not to be cut unless marked by forestry for
firewood harvest in Designated Areas. Thinning slash or timber harvest slash may
be harvested anywhere it is available, after the thinning or harvest operations has
finished.

b) Hardwoods and Douglas fir are not to be cut for commercial use (resale).

¢) Oak, Pinyon and Juniper - only cut-trees in Harvest Areas may be cut. Dead
and down trees in Harvest Areas may be cut.

d) Mesquite is not to be cut for commercial use. Mesquite is to be used for
Home-Use, ceremonials and wakes only, due to its limited supply.

3. Poles:
a) There is no limit for ponderosa pine thinning slash (where available).

Standing-live ponderosa pine must be marked (with blue paint) by Forestry before
cutting Only trees under 12" DBH will be marked as poles.

4. Sawlogs or Houselogs:
a) Ponderosa pine - Houselogs are trees over 12 inches DBH and larger. Only live

or standing dead trees that have been marked by Forestry may be cut. Do not cut
Douglas fir. :

a) Juniper posts and stays must be cut only in areas designated on the permit,

b) There is no charge for salt cedar fence stays. Any number of stays may be cut.
Cutting may be done anywhere salt cedar is found.
6. Christmas Trees:

7

a) Only i)inyon or juniper may be cut. e

b) An area may be designated for Christmas tree cutting. If so, the designated area
will be marked on the permit. -

¢) Do not cut the top off of a tree for a Christmas tree.
D. Special-Use Permit (see Table 9)

1. Species, product amounts, limitations and harvest areas will be determined when
the permit is approved and will be listed on the permit.

E. Hauling Permit (see Table 9)

1. This type of permit is needed only for hauling any species or product off of the
reservation. This permit is for the protection of the permittee. It informs outside
agencies that the permittee has obtained the products which are being hauled legally.
A hauling permit should be obtained if products will be hauled off of the reservation,
even if no permit is required to cut or gather the product on the reservation.
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F. No Permit (see Table 9)
1. Home-use Christmas Trees:

b) Only Pinyon Pine or Juniper may be used for Christmas trees. Do not cut
Douglas fir.

2. Tribal members may cut willow or cottonwood for shadehouses without a permit.

8. Tribal members may cut wood for wakes and ceremonials without a permit. Excess
wood from wakes and ceremonials can not be sold.

4. Tribal members may gather driftwood without a permit.

VIL. Section 7: OTHER RESTRICTIONS AND INFORMATION

A. Off Road Driving: Wood permittees will not be permitted to drive off existing roads
when deep rutting may occur. During extended periods of wet soil and road conditions,
all wood cutting activities may be suspended by the Tribal Chairman or Superintendent
if such activities will result in severe damage to existing roads or rangelands. During
monsoon season, off-road driving should not be done immediately after a storm. Wait
several hours until the soil has absorbed the water enough that it is no longer soft.
Creating ruts on reservation land is grounds for citation for damage to tribal property.

B. Non-Member Spouse: The permittee or members of the permittee’s immediate
family(spouse, father, mother, son or daughter) may harvest wood with the permit,
except that non-member spouses may harvest only when accompanied by the permittee.
A Special-Use permit may be granted to a non-member spouse if the member spouse is
physically unable to accompany him or her to the forest.

C. Riparian Areas: Cutting of trees (except willow or cottonwood) within 400 feet of
lakes, live streams, stock ponds or springs is prohibited.

D. Recreational Sites: Cutting of trees within 400 feet of picnic grounds, or developed
recreational sites is prohibited.

ordinances for handling violations of the permit system will be enforced. The San Carlos
Apache Tribe authorizes the Forest Manager to suspend the privileges of those

permittees who are found to be in violation of the regulations for an indefinite period of
time.

F. Trash: Wood permittees are responsible for the removal of all of their refuse. Do not
leave trash in the forest. This includes food wrappers, oil and fuel containers, and any
other material brought into the area,

G. Gates: Permittees must close all gates which they open.

H. Damage to facilities: All existing facilities, including but not limited to fences,
livestock traps, roads, pipelines, erosion dips, barriers, drainage facilities, survey
markers, Government or Tribal equipment, recreation facilities, archaeological sites,

etc., if damaged by the permittee, will be replaced, repaired, or compensated for by the
permittee at his’her own expense.

I. Closed Areas: Five areas have been closed to all Home Use and Resale wood cutting
(see map on page 15). Area 1is in the vicinity of the Cutter Airport, and includes all the
area south of Highway 70, west of the 700 road and north of the 702 road (see page 16).
Area 2 is in the vicinity of Goodwin Wash. It includes all the area south of the 90 road - .
and east of Brush Wash (see page 17). Area 3 surrounds the Seneca Lake recreation
area (see page 18). Area 4 surrounds the Ash Creek ceremonial grounds (see page 19).
Area 5 is a one mile buffer strip on either side of Bonita Creek from Horse Camp to the
reservation boundary (see page 20). Wood gathering for ceremonies, wakes, official use
base camps, and recreation use is allowed in Areas 1,2, 3, and 5. Ceremonial cutting
and r_%;r_eangng]_ use only is allowed in the area surrounding Ash Creek ceremonial
grounds.

J. Violations: Any permittee found to be in violation of these regulations may be subject
to loss of his/her permit, seizure of products in possession, and may be issued a citation
by the Tribal Recreation and Wildlife Department or other authorized law enforcement
authorities.

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2008 HOME USE
PINE POLE CUTTING AREAS

LOCATION:

Two (2) areas are marked for home use pine pole cutting.
AREA 1: Hilltop Area (SEE ATTACHED MAP, for location)
AREA 2: P.O.P. Area (SEE ATTACHED MAP, for location)

MARKING: ONLY CUT TREES MARKED WITH BLUE PAINT

Trees to be cut are marked with two BLLUE marks.

One mark at chest height.
One mark at ground level.

FALLING AND STUMP HEIGHT:

Before cutting a tree, look for a way to avoid hitting other trees. Trees that
are damaged can die. Any trees or branches that fall on a road must be
cleaned up immediately. Do not leave any tops or branches hung up in other
trees.

Stumps shall be as close to the ground as possible, and in no case, higher
than 8 inches on the downhill side. Cut stumps flat, not pointed.

SLASH TREATMENT:

Any parts of the tree (stems, branches, tops) that are four (4) inches in
diameter and larger, that you are not taking, must be cut up into pieces, three
(3) feet long or less. Chop up branches, so that they do not stick up more
than 18 inches above the ground. Scatter the slash, so that it is not in a big
pile. Do not leave any slash within four (4) feet of the base of all leave trees.

PROTECTION OF STREAMS AND STREAM-SIDE AREAS:

Do not drive your vehicle or any equipment through streams or near the edge
of streams.
